o If you'd like to highlight something specific in your image—like the location of small screws or
connectors—select Markup.
e Pro Tip: You can change the color of the corresponding bullet by clicking on it. Color coding
your bullets to match the pictures in a step makes it easier for readers to follow along. Plus,
colors are fun.

@ You know what else is fun? Adding Caution, Note, and Reminder bullets to your guides. The
easier it is to follow your guide, the more people will use it. The more people that use it, the
more devices we save from the landfill. So basically, we're relying on you to help us save the
world. No pressure, tho.
