To reassemble your device, follow these instructions in reverse order.

Step 1 — Remove bolts and wire

  

Push the metal tab closest to the black wire down. While pushing the tab down, pull the black wire
out of the clip.



Using a 1/4 socket, remove the two bolts holding the alternator to the engine.

From the alternator side, gently pull the black wire out past the cylinder it is routed under on the
engine.


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
