The battery may be due for
replacement if your Kindle runs out of power quickly, won’t work unless plugged in, or won'’t charge.

@ Use the plastic opening tool to undo the ten plastic clips around the back panel of the Kindle.

o Use a Phillips #00 screwdriver to remove the five screws.

o Using the flat end of your spudger, gently pry the battery up and remove it.
