Step 7 — Remove rectangular piece (with orange tape attached)

o Use the plastic opening tool or fingernail to lift the rectangular piece up. The piece can be identified
by the orange tape attached to it.

Step 8 — Dislodge logic board

e Dislodge the logic board using a
plastic opening tool.
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Step 9 — Lift logic board out

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Step 10 — Lift keypad out of casing

e Remove the keypad from the phone
by pushing the keypad itself out from
the front of the phone. Then, lift the
keypad out of the casing to separate
the keypad from the casing.
