@ |Insert the plastic opening tool by wedging it between the device's screen and back cover.

® Move the plastic tool around the edges of the device to undo the plastic lips holding the casing
together.

@ This step may require more force than expected. If difficult, try using a suction cup on the
screen.

@® This process will become easier as more clips are separated.

® Use your hands to gently pull the back cover off the device after about half of the clips are
separated.

A suction cup can be used in this step as well to assist in pulling the device apart.
